Safety and projecting a positive Scouting imagetaeimportant factors in this community
wide ‘Good Turn’ project. Here are a few tips tltain help make this activity a positive
experience for your unit.

Know your area and only distribute your door hasgard collect food in your unit’s assigned
area. If unsure, contact the Scouting for Food Gorayour District Executive.

Have enough vehicles and parent supervision fontimeber of boys who are participating.
HAVE ALL BOYS WEAR THEIR UNIFORMS.

All Scouts should travel in groups of two (buddgt®ym). For a more enjoyable experience
for the Scouts, rotate the responsibilities ingheups.

Scouts are nevéo ride in the back of pick-up trucks. Seatbats requiredo be worn at all
times in vehicles.

On collection day, start collecting food around®a0m. Collecting earlier risks waking
people up and later may find people gone for the da

Remind Scouts to be friendly and courteous (usewstks). Remember to thank people for
participating and helping feed the hungry.

DO NOT ENTER ANY HOME.

Set a designated unit time and place to meet &triblition of door hangers, collection of
donated food and to discuss Scouting for Fooduostns in general. Make this a fun and
worthwhile learning experience for all the boyyour unit.

Remember to bring a couple of empty boxes or bageur own in case households just put
their donated food on their doorstep and not ia@ b

Deliver collected food to a District drop-off loaa. Arrange to have enough transportation.
